Students are assisted in making informed choices on undergraduate applications (countries, institutions and programs) based on their 
performance, profile, interests, aptitude, career plans and financial resources. They are permitted to make a maximum of 12 applications to 
the USA, excluding applications to other countries. The Class of 2020 received offers of admission from the institutes mentioned below, with 
merit scholarships totalling CAD 759,000 from Canada, INR 86,72,531 from India, GBP 19,500 from the UK and USD 4,561,024 from the USA. 
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
